About the Teacher: 
Ajahn Pasanno was ordained in Thailand in 1974.  During his first year as a monk he was taken by his teacher to meet Ajahn Chah, with whom he asked to be allowed to stay and train. He was one of the early residents of the International Monastery (Wat Pah Nanachat) in Ubon, which was set up by Ajahn Chah for Westerners.  Ajahn Pasanno was the Abbot of Wat Pah Nanachat from 1982 to 1996.  During his incumbency the monastery developed considerably, both in physical size and in reputation.  In 1997, he moved to California to be Abbot of Abhayagiri Monastery, where he currently resides.
